BLACK LIPS TO RELEASE LIVE ALBUM ON VICE!

“LOS VALIENTES DEL MUNDO NUEVO” OUT FEBRUARY 20 2007

A band you have to see to believe, the Black Lips are the kings of today’s psychedelic garage rock underground.  They started the band when they were 15 years old and spent the next seven years touring the world, booking themselves, playing for scraps.  Underground parties, basement shows, outlaw festivals, the odd tour opening for Yeah Yeah Yeahs, The Dirtbombs, and Be Your Own Pet in actual legitimate venues(!), plus three classic albums, countless 7"s, a couple DVDs, and their own vinyl garage rock label Die Slaughterhaus cemented their reputation.  They're now 22 years old, grizzled veterans of the underground, and legends in the scene.

Playing self-coined "flower punk" in the vein of Nuggets-faves The Seeds and The 13th Floor Elevators, their unpredictable live show has turned them into the most notorious band on the road-- three singers singing lead on almost every song, flying blood, group kissing, sudden nudity, fireworks explosions, and pissing into their mouths and onto the audience are just some of the tricks up their sleeve. Los Valentes Del Mundo Nuevo perfectly captures the chaos of their live show while showcasing all of their greatest hits.

Recorded by John Reis (Drive Like Jehu, Rocket From the Crypt, Hot Snakes) live in Tijuana, this music is every bit as deceptively sweet and dangerous as the city they recorded in.  look out for footage from the most beer soaked show in the history of Mariachi.

The Black Lips are currently featured in the new Rolling Stone Magazine as one of the Top 5 Indie Debuts of 2006.
